Instructions:  Provide specific comments and examples of things that were done well and things that could use improvement. “Good work” is less informative than “The order of the presentation was logical and flowed smoothly from one section to the next.” Likewise, “Hard to read” is less useful in helping the presenters improve future presentations than “Font size was too small and color scheme made the text difficult to read.” Include both positive comments and constructive criticism. The questions below are intended as starting points for your comments. Include comments under the question most related to the comment.
