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Basketball Player Collapses During Game

Sophomore Nick Herren remains in critical condition at Highland Hospital after collapsing during last night’s basketball game at University Hall. 

Following a Trojan possession late in the second quarter, Herren turned to run back down court and collapsed, for apparently no reason, as he approached midcourt. He got up on one knee, but slumped back to the floor, and officials stopped play to allow the team’s medical staff to attend to him. The medical staff performed CPR for several minutes until Herren’s heartbeat and breathing were restored.  He was taken to Highland via ambulance. 

Herren, an engineering major from Lakewood, has started every game at small forward for the Trojans this season and is the team’s second leading scorer. “It was kind of a shock," teammate Nate Williams recalled. "He didn’t seem tired or anything, but suddenly he just fell down.  He tried to get up again, but then just collapsed" the student said.  "No way would I expect this to have happened to him.  Total shock."
