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Epi CS Alert

There has been a suspected outbreak of coccidioidomycosis nationwide.

The first case detected was in New York state; the case-patient developed meningitis which led to hydrocephalus and the case-patient died. Of 14 additional cases, 4 were admitted to the hospital for treatment. 

The case-patients range in age from 7-80, with all but one 10 and under. Cases have been reported from NY, FL, IN, NE, KS, IN, IA, CT, IL, and ME.
No source has been identified.

Cases must have lab-confirmed test results for coccidioidomycosis immitis within the past three months and have a primary residence outside endemic areas (Arizona, New Mexico, California).
