Conclusion: Employees in Packing Area 2 were found to have a lower risk of infection than employees not working in Packing Area 2. Because the relative risk is less than one, this means that the employees working in Packing Area 2 were less likely to get cocci than the rest of the plant.

Conclusion: Employees in Packing Area 2 were found to have a higher risk of infection than the general population of Arizona. Because the relative risk is more than one, this means that employees working in Packing Area 2 were more likely to get cocci than the rest of the people living in Arizona.
Remember that a relative risk of 1 means that people who had the exposure were at the same risk to develop disease as those who didn’t have that exposure.
